Butte and the Town of Mt. Crested Butte, this Festival is the perfect excuse to visit this scenic and 
captivating area.  Proceeds from the Festival benefit the Crested Butte Land Trust (CBLT), an organization 
whose mission is to protect unrivaled views, provide trails, and preserve wildlife habitat. 
The CBLT works to keep the Crested Butte valley unique, as too many of Colorado’s ski area valleys have 
lost their ranches, vistas and wildlife habitat.  CBLT believes open space has the unique ability to benefit 
everyone, and provides an economic value for the community which is far reaching and long lasting. 
 
Who 
This event is being produced and managed by Denver's Larimer Square and Eventful Productions in 
coordination with the Crested Butte Land Trust.  We have many seminars, four Chefs Events as well as the 
Grand Tasting scheduled.   
 
Details 
Seminar Volunteer – seminar volunteers will assist the event staff in set-up, glassware set-up, pouring, 
attendee registration, speaker assistance as well as tear-down.  Commitment for each seminar will be 
approximately 1.5 hours; if you volunteer for two seminars you will receive a complimentary ticket to the 
Grand Tasting.  Three volunteers needed per seminar. 
 
Chefs’ Event Volunteers – Volunteers will assist in every aspect of food service for the Chefs Events.  This 
includes set-up, place settings, food service, as well as complete event tear-down and clean-up in a private 
residence.  This volunteer opportunity is extremely limited and reserved for individuals in the food service 
trade that have extensive fine dining experience.  These volunteers will receive two complimentary tickets to 
the Grand Tasting. One volunteer needed per Chefs’ Event. 
 
Grand Tasting Volunteer – First Shift –Volunteers will assist in the setting up of the Grand Tasting event.  
This includes helping to set-up water stations, distributing wine to each location, signage set-up, covering 
tables, setting up dump buckets, distribution of ice, ticket taking, distribution of wine glasses, handing out 
programs, re-filling water pitchers, replenish food tables, serving of food, etc.  This volunteer opportunity 
will be from 2pm to 5:30pm.  These volunteers will receive a complimentary ticket to the Grand Tasting to 
be used after their shift or given to another person.  Twenty volunteers needed. 
 
Grand Tasting Volunteer – Second Shift – Volunteers will assist in the general running and tear-down of 
the Grand Tasting event.  This includes, re-filling water pitchers, replenish food tables, serving of food, 
empting dump buckets as well as general event tear-down to include breaking down tables, chairs, signage, etc.  
These volunteers will receive a complimentary ticket to the seminar of their choice. This volunteer 
opportunity will be from 4:30pm to 8:00pm.
